Earlier this month, Muhammad Ali, “The Greatest,” died of his long suffering illness surrounded by family.  Many celebrated his life but most prominent of his success’s they claimed was his conscientious objection against going to war and fight in Vietnam. He had acknowledged that he had no problem with the Vietnamese people for they had not oppressed him or treated him or African American’s so viciously.  They did not sick dogs, insult, treat like animals or kill those who look like him for just looking at a white woman or less.  If there was anywhere he should be fighting for freedom, he had said, it would be here in America not over there in Vietnam.  He was stripped of his boxing title and treated like a pariah in America.  Eventually the Supreme Court agreed with his conscientious objector stance and freed him.  The rest they say was history; he regained the boxing championship twice and became the most well-known person in the world.  Yet despite all of the praise given to him by friends; the condition of the world he left went unnoticed.  





In heaping praise, his greatest accomplishment is treated as a victory won but that is far from the truth. Once again the US is still engaged in a long war against an enemy that people have trouble understanding.  What have the people of Syria, Libya, Afghanistan, Iraq, Iran and the rest of the Middle East did to us to justify this kind of bombing and killing of so many innocent people?   “9-11?” But wasn’t our war in Vietnam presented to us through the Gulf of Tonkin incident which was a fiction created by the US State Department?  Once again the price of war is destroying our nation although the draft is gone but our economic misery sends young men and women to the fight and for what, we still don’t know why.  We continually fight a war that enriches the rich and impoverishes the poor.  And what of the war out in the streets where police still get a pass at murdering young men and women of color?    


�The size and the scope of the problems that have inhabited this world in his lifetime, many continue to exist in ours.  I mean no disrespect to Ali but then his spirit is in the hands of Allah but what of the spirit of those alive and living in the US and the world?  Isn’t it up to us to stand up and make the sacrifices to make this a better world?  For what is life if it’s only about the great victories by the one if it’s not for the many small victories by the many that last a lifetime that we as people will never know.
